September 27th–29th the Council for the Advancement of Nursing Science will hold the 2010 State of the Science Congress on 
Nursing Research. This biennial research dissemination conference allows nurse researchers from around the world to join with 
recognized scientifi c experts, funding agencies, and policy makers, to explore emerging scientifi c discoveries related to nursing 
and health care practice. In addition to individual podium, symposia and poster sessions, this year’s Congress offers plenary and 
panel sessions. Special sessions include roundtable breakfasts with editors of major nursing research journals and opportunities 
to meet with funding agency consultants at lunch or ‘one-on-one’.
