MEETING REGISTRATION

Each exhibitor will be granted (1) Congress only registra-
tion which covers the meeting registration fee and allows
the exhibitor access to exhibits and educational sessions
only. Additional exhibitor personnel badges are $100 per
person.

OFFICIAL SERVICE CONTRACTOR

An exhibitor service contractor will ensure the orderly and
efficient installation and removal of the overall exhibit. The
official contractor will provide and assure the distribu-
tion of labor to all exhibitors according to need, see the
proper type and limits of insurance are in force and avoid
any conflict with facility regulations and requirements.
The official contractor will staff and maintain an onsite
service desk during the exhibition to serve as a focal point
for exhibitor needs. Furniture, decorative signs, labor and
other services will be available at the service desk.

EXHIBITOR SERVICE KIT

BADGE POLICY

Admission to the exhibit hall will be by name badge only.
Exhibit stand personnel must show an official Council
exhibitor name badge in order to gain access to the exhibit
hall during installation, show, or dismantlement hours.

ADVERTISING MATERIAL

Canvassing or distributing of advertising material by non-
exhibiting, commercial companies is strictly prohibited.
Exhibitor advertising will not be permitted outside of the
exhibitor’s assigned space.

RAFFLES

Raffles of any kind will not be permitted.

DEMONSTRATIONS

Exhibitor demonstrations should not interfere with normal
traffic flow nor infringe on neighboring exhibits. No
demonstrations will be permitted outside of the exhibitor’s
assigned space.

SUBLETTING EXHIBIT SPACE

Subletting exhibit space is not permitted. Sharing of
exhibit space is not permitted unless it is within divisions
of the same company.

MEETINGS

Exhibiting and non-exhibiting companies may not sched-
ule meetings or events during the official dates of the
meeting without the written consent of the Council.

AUDIOVISUAL EQUIPMENT

Sound systems must be kept at a reasonable level, and
may not interfere with other exhibitors.

FACILITY REGULATIONS

Exhibitors are required to abide by all facility regulations
in the design, installation, operation and dismantlement of
their exhibit stands. A complete description of electrical,
fire, labor and property regulations will be listed in the
Exhibitor Service Kit.

FOOD AND BEVERAGE DISTRIBUTION

Exhibits wishing to dispense or serve any food or beverage
from assigned exhibit space must work with the Omni
Shoreham catering department. Further information will
be provided in the Exhibitor Service Kit.

NO SMOKING

Smoking in the Exhibit Hall, all sessions and foyers is
prohibited.

LIABILITY

The exhibitor assumes the entire responsibility and agrees
to protect, indemnify, defend and hold the Council, the
Omni Shoreham Hotel, and all service providers and their
employees and agents harmless against all claims, losses

and damages to persons or property, governmental charg-
es or fines and attorneys fees arising out of or caused by
exhibitors installation, removal, maintenance, occupancy
or use of the exhibition premises or part thereof. In ad-
dition, the exhibitor acknowledges that the Council, the
Omni Shoreham Hotel, and all other service providers do
not maintain insurance covering the exhibitor’s property
and that it is the sole responsibility of the exhibitor to ob-
tain business interruption and property damage insurance
covering such losses by the exhibitor.

RELOCATION

The Council reserves the right to relocate exhibitors. In
the event that it is necessary to relocate an exhibitor after
a specific space assignment has been made, the Council
will contact the exhibitor. Every effort will be made to
reassign the exhibitor to similar space. In any instance

of exhibit stand relocation, the exhibitor has the option to
cancel and receive a full refund of all payments made.

RESTRICTION OF EXHIBITS

The Council reserves the right to: (a) reject for any reason
any exhibit application submitted for the Congress; (b)
reject, prohibit, restrict or otherwise require modifica-
tion of any exhibit for any reason; and (c] evict or bar any
exhibitor whose exhibit, materials or conduct is deter-
mined to be objectionable for any reason. Violation of any
regulations on the part of the exhibitor, their employees
or agents shall annul the right to occupy space and such
exhibitor will forfeit to the Council all monies which may
have been paid. Upon evidence of violation, the Council
may enter and take possession of the space occupied by
the exhibitor, and may remove all persons and goods at
the exhibitor’s risk. The exhibitor shall pay all expenses
and damages which the Council may thereby incur.

SECURITY

Neither the security service, the Council, the decorator
nor is the Omni Shoreham Hotel responsible for any loss
or damage to exhibitor property.

ASSIGNMENT OF EXHIBIT SPACE

All exhibitors confirmed by August 15, 2010 will receive
priority space assignment, based on support level. All
other space assignments will be on a first come, first
served basis. Space assignments will be made in Sep-
tember 2010. Notification of booth space will be mailed
to all exhibitors in September. An additional $100 will be
charged for corner booth spaces.

CANCELLATION POLICY

lation note is received by August 1, 2010. No refunds will
be issued after August 1, 2010.
